STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE


EMERGENCY SHUTDOWN

These procedures are supplementary and in addition to the Company emergency evacuation procedure.

The operators of the following equipment are responsible to:

1. Blast Machine Operators

a) Push the emergency machine stop button to shut the blast machine off.

b) Turn off both 600 volt power switches on the control panel.

c) Follow Emergency evacuation procedure.

2. Paint Booth Operators/Painters

a)
  Push conveyor emergency stop button to stop the paint track. 


b)  Shut off the main power for the booth.

c)  Shut off breathing air pumps.

d)  Follow Emergency Evacuation Procedure.

3. 5-Stage Wash Operator

a) Push the emergency stop buttons for the 

i) Dry off oven

ii) Cure Oven

iii) Wash

iv) Washer Fans

v) Track

vi) Cool down tunnel fans

b) Turn off the main power switch for the above.

c) Follow Emergency Evacuation Procedure

4. Blu - Surf Burn Off Operator

a) Push the Stop/Reset button on the control panel to shut the oven off.

b) Follow Emergency Evacuation Procedure.

5. The Paint Production Supervisor is responsible to

a) Ensure the following main power sources have been turned off

i) Paint Booth

ii) Cure Oven

iii) Dry Off Oven

iv) Wash

v) Wash Fans

vi) Blast Machine

vii) Conveyor

viii) Cool down tunnel fans.

ix) Blu - Surf burn off oven main power source has been turned off.

b) Follow Emergency Evacuation Procedure

6. The Production Supervisor is responsible to ensure the Blu - Surf burn off oven main powder source has been turned off.
7. Production Supervisor’s are to ensure all employees are accounted for in evacuation regroup area.

8. Regroup areas are as follows:

a) West Paint Lines – across the roadway from door #  19

b) East Paint Line – across the roadway from door # 53
