STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE


LOADING OF CART INTO

BLU-SURF OVEN

1. All parts/items loaded must be within outermost point of burn cart on all sides.

2. Any loads that are unstable or sway when moved must be properly tied down to prevent parts from falling off or damaging the Blu-surf oven interior walls.  Use heavy wire to tie down outer racks/parts to the base of the burn rack to ensure stable load.

3. The wheel cart must be pulled out of the Blu-Surf oven before loading the burn rack.  The burn rack is loaded onto the wheel cart by forklift, and then the wheel cart is pushed back into the Blu-Surf oven.  Only a dedicated Blu-Surf operator who is a competent forklift operator can load loads, which are stable and not too heavy, directly in the oven.  Extreme caution must be taken not to contact any inside wall because they damage very easily.

4. Report any damaged to the Blu-Surf oven to your Supervisor immediately.
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
